The Idaho Wildlife Services program needs to fill a full-time Wildlife Specialist position in the Soda Springs vicinity of southeastern Idaho.  This is a cooperatively funded, full-time  position that has been funded for many years, and is expected to be funded for many more years.  The duties in this person’s area of responsibility involve primarily coyote control to protect sheep and calves, but may also involve dealing with damage caused by black bears, mountain lions and wolves.  The incumbent may at times also be involved in dealing with damage caused by Canada geese, sandhill cranes and other migratory birds, beavers, yellow-bellied marmots, red foxes, raccoons, skunks and other species.  Coyote control work during the summer months may often involve working in remote mountainous terrain on horseback, and use of a personally-owned horse is required.  Use of a government-furnished 4-wheel drive pickup, all-terrain vehicle and snowmobile will be required, and duties may occasionally involve aerial hunting from a helicopter.  Applicants should have experience in using foothold traps, snares, and calling and shooting, and the successful applicant will need to obtain a state-issued pesticide applicator’s license.  This assignment will begin as soon as practical, preferably on or around June 1, 2008.
