Academic appointees in Cooperative Extension are responsible for performance in: extending knowledge and information; applied research and creative activity; professional competence and activity; and University and public service.  

Requires a Masters degree in wildlife management, conservation biology, ecology, integrated pest management, natural resources management, or a closely related field with course work in pest management, pesticides/toxicology, and IPM technologies.  Field experience and/or coursework in bird, rodent, or predator management are highly desirable.  

The incumbent will be an academic member of the UC Statewide Integrated Pest Management Program (www.ipm.ucdavis.edu). The successful candidate will also be a member of the Kearney Agricultural Center (www.uckac.edu) academic unit, which is composed of approximately 25 scientists with a wide range of disciplinary expertise and representing departments at UC Davis, Berkeley, and Riverside, as well as specialized statewide programs with both extension and research components
